Objectification of women in media :
As a rule, women are portrayed in a
narrow range of characters in mass media.
If we were to divide mass media into two
categories, such as fictional and news-
reporting, then in the former, women are
often associated with the household or
sex-objects, and in the latter category, they
lack roles. In advertising and magazines,
women are usually portrayed as young,
slim and with beauty that meets the
accepted standards. Women with this
kind of appearance are often associated
with sex objects. Only in a limited number
of news programs do women appear as
main actors or experts. One of the reasons
for this situation is the smaller number of
women in these spheres, but even the
existing numbers of women are under
represented compared to their male
counterparts.

In considering the way that films are
put together, what counts is what the
heroine provokes, or rather what she
represents. She is the one, or rather the
love or fear she inspires in the hero, or else
the concern he feels for her, who makes
him act the way he does. In herself the
woman has not the slightest importance.
Newspapers give no place to rape, crime,
politics, scandals, serious debates and
discussions on issues related to women.
Most of the newspapers publish only the
gossips about the TV serials or film
actresses. In the television serials women
are the central characters, but they are
portrayed largely as tormentors or the

sideline and just seem caught in a web of
unfavourable circumstances. There are
various serials where women are shown
involved in conspiracy, premarital,
extramarital affairs, wearing costly, heavy

Matters.

Women have crucial role to play in
every sphere of life whether if is
household, economic contribution child
rearing orim proving the quality of life.

The medjia
can play a salutary and a liberating role to
give to the women the distinctive and the
exclusive space, which must belong to
them to enable them to generate the
ethical and moralizing impulses for the
entire society.
