people and multiple human participants attempt to
grab the large hump of the bull with both arms and
hang on to it while the bull attempts to escape.

Participants hold the hump for as long as possible
attempting to bring the bull to a stop. In some cases
participants must ride long enough to remove flags
on the bulls horns. Jallikattu is typically practiced
i the Indian state of Tamil Nadu as a part of Pongal
celebrations on Mattu Pongal day.

Etymology: Ancient  Tamil — sangams
described the practice as yeru Thazhuvuthal,
iterally means “bull embracing. The modern term
Jallikattu or sallikattu is derived from salli(coins) and
kattu(package) which refers to a prize of coins that
are tied to the bull's horns that participants attempt to
